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In December 1994, four terrorists of the Armed Islamic Group (GIA) attacked the Air France flight 8969 at the airport of Algiers - Houari Boumediene with 227 persons on board. The terrorists asked for the release of their comrades in arms and asked for the immediate departure of the aircraft. But it was finally, after long and tense diplomatic negotiations between the French and Algerian governments and the execution of three passengers that the plane left Algiers and landed at the airport of Marseille-Provence. Three characters, Thierry, a member of the GIGN, Carole Jeanton, an ambitious technocrat and Abdallah Yahia, a determined jihadist were at the heart of the event. In front of 21 million spectators, the GIGN put an end to this hostage taking. 
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He is Yahia, a member of the GIA (Groupe Islamiste Armé). He was killed by a sniper
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He is Thierry (Vincent Elbaz), a member of the GIGN (Groupe d’Intervention de la Gendarmerie Nationale)   He received a 8 rifle bullet in the skin while the rifle fired and he survived.
